STAFF SELECTION COMMISSION

Recruitment to the post of Multi Tasking (Non-Technical) Staff in Different
States and Union Territories, 2016 — Candidates shortlisted for appearing in
Document Verification
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Staff Selection Commission conducted Examination for recruitment to the post
of Multi Tasking (Non-Technical) Staff Examination, 2016 from 16.09.2017 to
31.10.2017 in the Computer Based Mode. The result of Paper — | of the above
Examination was declared on 15-1-2018. The candidates who qualified in Paper — I,
were required to appear in Paper — Il, which was conducted on 28-1-2018, in which a
total of 1,43,657 candidates appeared.

2. As per the Notice of Examination, candidates for each State/ UT will be finally
selected based on their performance in Paper-l, subject to their meeting basic
qualifying standards fixed in Paper-1l. The Commission has decided to fix qualifying
marks of 17.5 i.e. 35% for UR category and 16.5 i.e. 33% for all other reserved
categories in Paper-1l. Qualifying marks in Paper-1l will be uniform across all States/
UTs.

3. The Evaluation of Answer Sheets for Paper-Il is in progress. However, to
expedite the recruitment process, the Commission has decided to immediately start
the process of Document Verification. Therefore, as per the provisions in the Notice
of Examination for final selection, the Commission has shortlisted candidates for
Document Verification on the basis of Merit (in Paper-l) + preference of State/ UT
exercised by them in the Application Form.

4, Accordingly, the Commission has decided to call the candidates for Document
Verification in a ratio of 1:2 for Vertical category vacancies (i.e. SC, ST, OBC & UR)

and 1:3 for Horizontal category vacancies (i.e. EXS, OH, HH & VH) depending on



the availability of candidates. Accordingly, based on the performance of candidates

in Paper-1 + preference of State/ UT exercised by them in the Application Form and

keeping in view the tentative vacancies in each State/ UT, the Commission has fixed

the following cut off for calling candidates for the Document Verification:

7. The Document Verification will be conducted by the Regional Offices between
25-02-2018 and 15-03-2018. The Admission Certificates for Document Verification
will be uploaded by the Regional Offices on their respective websites shortly.
Candidates are advised to check the same for further information in the matter.

8. The scores of the candidates would be made available to candidates on the
website of the Commission after declaration of the final result.
